COURSE INFORMATION

BUSH MEDIC COURSE CLASSES AND SKILLS YOU WILL LEARN

* Scene safety - how to protect yourself and make sure the environment is safe for you to work in.
* Scene assessment - how to assess a scene and make safe decisions.

* Victim assessment - how to perform a primary and secondary victim assessment.

* Mobility injuries - how to identify and treat mobility injuries such as sprains and fractures.
* Bleeding - how to treat the different types of bleeding.

* Bites and stings - how to treat insect and animal bites and stings.

* Snake bite - how to identify snakes and how to treat snake bite victims in the field.

* Poisons - how to treat ingested, absorbed and injected poisons.

* Burn wounds - how to treat burn wounds in the outdoors.

* Emergencies - how to treat life threatening emergencies.

WHY SHOULD I BOOK FOR THIS COURSE ?

This is a complete outdoor medic first aid course that will teach you all the basic skills that you will be able
to perform to treat illness and injuries in the wilderness or a remote location where professional medical
services are unable to respond or help. This is a MUST-DO course for anyone exploring the outdoors.

WHAT IS THE DURATION OF THE COURSE ?
The course is 2-days. We start at 09h00 and finish at 12h00 on day 2.

HOW OLD DO I NEED TO BE TO BOOK FOR THIS COURSE ?
Anyone over the age of 16 years can book and attend this course on his/her own. Kids under 16 years should
be accompanied by an adult.

DO I NEED EXPENSIVE EQUIPMENT FOR THE COURSE ?
You do not need expensive kit for this course and you will be able to complete the course. A kit list is available
to download from the website page.

WHAT WILL I EAT ON THIS COURSE ?

We provide meals on this course and you will not be expected to eat insects or any outdoor food
items that you do not want to. You are also welcome to bring your own food if you prefer.
